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Travel to Jordans 
�

Jordans Meeting House is located in 
Buckinghamshire in a secluded but convenient 
location, close to London and about half an 
hour from Heathrow Airport. 

By road: 10 minutes from M25 (J16); 5 
minutes from M40 (J2). Exit onto A355 signed 
to Beaconsfield; at next roundabout take A40 
towards Gerrards Cross. In just over half a 
mile, turn left into Potkiln Lane. 

By rail: Chiltern Railways (Seer Green & 
Jordans) half a mile away provides a fast rail 
link to London Marylebone and Birmingham 
Snow Hill.

Jordans has been associated with the 
Quaker movement for 350 years. The 
Meeting House was built in1688 when 
Friends were first allowed to worship 
openly. Many early Quakers worshipped 
here, including William Penn. Meeting for 
Worship had been held at Jordans 
Meeting House for more than 300 years 
until a disastrous fire in March 2005. By 
the summer of 2008, the Meeting House 
will be fully restored. Jordans has been 
described as standing "…for the spiritual 
in the midst of the material, for the eternal 
in the midst of the transient." 
 
The Meeting House will remain a beautiful 
and widely known place of worship in the 
tradition of the Society of Friends. 
 
The New Jordans  programme features a 
new information centre at the Meeting 
House. It will nurture and facilitate thinking 
and activities which embody Quaker values 
in ways that speak to the world of the 21st 
century.

Jordans will provide a centre for learning 
and will be a source of information.  
 
The new information centre will explain 
something of the history of the Society in 
the UK and beyond. Many American 
visitors know Jordans as the burial place 
of William Penn, founder of 
Pennsylvania. This, and the Penn 
legacy, will be an important feature.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The centre will also focus on various 
contemporary activities and projects.  
Quaker work at the United Nations is one 
example. Peace & reconciliation and 
conflict resolution activity will also be 
featured, as will concerns for and work in 
the developing world. 
 
There will be a library, exhibitions and 
displays, interactive computer activities 
and a web portal. From time to time, 
there will be organised events initiated by 
the New Jordans programme or by 
others.
